“SURELY I am with you always, to the very
end of the age.” (Matthew 28:20).

So the sad privilege of bringing down
the curtain on 146 years falls to me. Like
all the best funerals, this is an occasion
for mourning but also for celebration:
of an extraordinary publication, a
magazine which has brought pleasure,
enlightenment, comfort and support to
countless people for so long.

One of the many perks of this job has
been the name-dropping opportunities,
which peaked with Desmond Tutu. But it
is the words of another archbishop, Rowan
Williams, that have come back to me
recently: “Archbishops come and go, but
the work of the Kingdom goes on.”

Well, communications media come
and go. Magazines and newspapers have
nearly had their day, but the work of
communicating the message to a mass
audience goes on —in podcasts, social

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media and online worship. Considering that
Life and Work was first published 14 years
before the invention of the radio, it hasn’t
been a bad run.

Likewise, churches come and go. It seems
the Church of Scotland may have had its
day, at least in the form with which we are
fFamiliar. But the work of the Kingdom will
go on, in models of church that are as-yet
undreamt-of.

Personally, it has been an honour beyond
words to have been involved with this
iconic title for 17 2 years. Thank you to
everyone who has helped make the journey
so memorable, within 121 George Street
and further afield. Even in straitened
circumstances, this is an extraordinary
organisation, filled with extraordinary
people.

I want to end by paying tribute to my
Life and Work colleagues: Jackie Macadam,
features writer for most of my time;

the indomitable Muriel Armstrong, my
predecessor as deputy editor; business
manager Dianne Sanderson; and the
people who did the actual work, our
administrators: (in chronological order)
Margaret Wilkinson, Fiona Skellett,
Elizabeth Doyle, Rebecca Hook and
Melissa Grimley.

But most of all, of course, to Lynne
McNeil: thank you for taking a risk on this
nervous young Anglican in 2007, and for
putting up with my — let’s say ‘relaxed’ —
attitude to deadlines ever since. You have
helmed the magazine for nearly a quarter
of a century, under increasingly difficult
circumstances, with never-failing integrity,
judgement and grace. You've been a great
editor, a great boss and a great friend.

Now, let’s celebrate. O

little star

Thomas Baldwin takes a brief look at the history of Life and Work.

“WE shall doubtless have to learn and to
unlearn much, as experience shall teach
us, but we hope to keep before us the

one aim, to promote pure and undefiled
religion in our beloved land. And we expect
the success which we shall do our best to
deserve; looking to Him who, we believe,

is sending us.”

So wrote the Rev Professor Archibald
Charteris, founder and first editor of Life
and Work, on the first page of Life and Work
Number One in January 1879. He reported
that ‘for several years’ many ministers had

been asking his Committee on Christian
Life and Work for a magazine to circulate
in their parish on behalf of the Church of
Scotland, and that the May 1878 General
Assembly had given the go-ahead for such
a magazine, with the slightly grudging
caveat: ‘if they should find it practicable’.
Professor Charteris was one of the great
visionaries of the Church, who had an
active role in the birthing of the Guild, the
Diaconate and what is now CrossReach.
Even so, it’s hard to believe that he had
any inkling that the modest magazine he

founded would last for 146 years and eight
months, reaching 1758 issues (if you are
good at maths you might notice that that
doesn’t quite add up. The magazine missed
a couple of issues in 1959 due to printers’
strikes).

To follow Life and Work through its
history is to follow the history of the Church
of Scotland in that time — the tortuous
but ultimately triumphant progress to the
Union of 1929, the peaks of the post-war
years and subsequent decline, the ructions

over female ministers and human sexuality
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(the latter debate being older than many
might think: an article headed ‘Time for
homosexuals to come in from the cold’
appeared in July 1968) and the shifting
responses to moral dilemmas such as
nuclear weapons and assisted dying.

But it is also to experience the history
of the nation itself, from the Victorian
height of the British Empire through the
traumas of the world wars, the founding of
the welfare state and the shift from slums
to new towns, the decline of industry, the
coming of devolution and the referenda
on independence and Brexit, the Covid-19
pandemic and its aftermath. Not for
nothing was the 1979 history of the
magazine, written by then editor Robert
Deans Kernohan to mark its centenary,
entitled ‘Scotland’s Life and Work’.

Backin 1879, of course, none of that
could be foreseen, and the new magazine

 LIFE AND WORK
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was not universally welcomed — particularly

not by Charteris’s detractors. Decades later,
the Rev Archibald Fleming (who edited the
magazine from 1898-1902 and went on

to be a pioneering religious broadcaster),
wrote that some grandees had regarded it
as ‘a trifle namby-pamby and invertebrate’,
and thought ‘this Charterisian foundling...
might be smothered in ridicule’.

Fleming recalled one incident at a
General Assembly when the Rev Dr John
Cunningham of Crieff (like Charteris, a
future Moderator), ‘picked up the little
pink offender, looked at it comically and
curiously, and then quoted with obvious
relish the lines “Twinkle, twinkle, little star;
How | wonder what you are”’

He recorded that ‘much laughter’ greeted
the remark (maybe you had to be there), but
added with satisfaction: “The ‘little star’
survived the laughter of the Assembly and

the arrows of the wits; from twinkling
it took to shining with a steady light.”

Indeed, despite scepticism in the
upper echelons, the Church membership
seems to have embraced the magazine
enthusiastically. The first issue achieved
sales of 50,000, and by 1885 the readership
had reached six figures — by which time
Charteris had long since moved on, passing
the editorial reins to his friend, John
McMurtrie, who was to hold the role for
18 years.

Kernohan would later write that to read
the magazine in the early days was ‘to
enter another world’, but in many ways the
template that would sustain the magazine
for 146 years was set in that period. The
mix of accessible theological reflection,
news of the church’s work at home and
abroad, commentary on the political issues
ofthe time, book reviews and records of

09
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ministerial comings and goings isn’t a
million miles away from any volume of the
20th and 21st centuries.

In 1902, it incorporated the Mission
Record of the Church of Scotland, a more
factual report of the doings of the various
mission committees of the Church, and
at the 1929 union, it merged with the
United Free Church’s equivalent magazine,
The Record. The editor of the latter,

William Pringle Livingstone, took over the
running of the united publication, now
branded Life and Work: The Record of the
Church of Scotland. Livingstone was the
first layperson to hold the role, and his
appointment foreshadowed the later trend
for editors to be journalists rather than (or
as well as) ministers.

Of course, in any long-running
publication, there will be moments to
make the modern reader wince. If some of

the assumptions, language and attitudes
through the early years can be excused as
‘of their time’, there have been rare times
when Life and Work was indisputably on
the wrong side of history. One approving
piece about Hitler’s Germany, in 1934, was
later described by Kernohan as ‘the most
outrageous article ever to appear in Life and
Work’, although he did note that it received a
quick reply, and that stories condemning the
Nazis were far more typical.

Postwar, the editor for 20 years was
the Rev John Wright Stevenson, under
whose leadership it began to evolve into
something visually closer to a familiar 20th
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century magazine. Splashes of colour and
illustrations appeared on the cover, while
the blocks of text on the inside pages were
increasingly broken up. The masthead,
which had changed very rarely in the
preceding 70-plus years, went through a
dizzying array of styles, culminating in the
infamous ‘Life + Work’ period of the late
60s (contributing to the surprising amount
of ink spent over the decades arguing about
how to render the ‘and’)).

Among much else, Stevenson was also
responsible for introducing a little-known
theologian called Dr William Barclay
to the readership in 1948, beginning a
relationship that would last well into the
1970s, including a long-running monthly
column in which Barclay would answer

readers’ theological and spiritual questions.

The next chapter was an unfortunate
one as Stevenson’s successor, the Rev
Leonard Bell, fell out with the Publicity
and Publication Committee, which tried to
dismiss him. He appealed to the General
Assembly and won, but died before he
could resume his post. In the fall-out, the
principles that the editor of Life and Work
was a General Assembly appointment, and
independent of any body of the church
administration, were firmly established:

principles that would underlie the magazine

to the present day, hence the subtitle of
the early years of the millennium, ‘The
editorially independent magazine of the
Church of Scotland’.

The latter third of the magazine’s
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life is dominated by two long-running
editorships: Kernohan, who held the role
for 19 years to 1991, and Lynne McNeil,
who took overin 2002 and would equal

the 23 years of the Rev Robert Howie Fisher
(1902-25). (Rosemary Goring was the first
permanent female editor, from 2000-2002,
while Muriel Armstrong had two stints as
acting editor, in 1999 and 2008).

It has been a long period of decline for
the Church, and while the membership has
supported Life and Work as faithfully as
they ever have, the diminishing size of that
membership has been mirrored in sales
of the magazine. Additionally, the loss of
advertising spending to the internet has
had an inevitable impact, as it has on all
print and broadcast media.

There have been attempts to move
with the times, going onto social media in
2009 (before the Church of Scotland!) and
introducing a web presence in 2013 and
digital version in 2017. And despite the
falling sales, Life and Work continued to
return a surplus until Covid-19 —well over
£1 million contributed to Church coffers
between 2006 and 2020, and who knows

how much in the 127 years before 2006?
Ultimately, falling readership and rising
costs proved too much for a cash-strapped

church to sustain, and the ‘little star’ will
blink out with this issue, its replacement
still to be decided. But surely Archibald
Charteris, his supporters and critics, would
all be astonished to know that it burned so
bright for so long. O

And then there were
those who disliked my stance on issues of
Church and State. (Off with his head.)

In the end there would be no dramatic
firing. Instead, this Glasgow boy strolled
across the centre of Edinburgh to arrive at
New College, a youngish editor instantly
transformed into an oldish ministry
candidate.

The exposed and often isolated
positioning of the editor’s chair points to a
strength which has been right at the heart
of the publication: a valid expectation that
this magazine —the final issue of which
you currently have before you — should be
bold. The Church of Scotland is closing Life

and Work with our denomination’s current

movers and shakers undertaking to place
proposals for some (presumably online)
alternative before the General Assembly
0f2026. Will this be a virtual magazine
equipped with editorial independence?
Orwill it simply be a dull mouthpiece of
some anonymous ‘Programme’ or ‘Forum’?
The Church of Scotland needs the former,
so its supreme court must resist the latter.

We do
not know what will replace Life and Work
but I hope it will be reflective of the wider
Church. Sadly, it’s now part of our past but
it will forever be part of our story.

The Rev Ruth Kennedy explains how Life and Work

has sown seeds of faith over the last 146 years.

IN a time that might feel uncertain, we
often find encouraging stories all around
us, and two young women are inspiring us

with what courage, unity and hope look like.

Two friends recently undertook a
remarkable fundraising journey for Scottish
Families Affected by Alcohol and Drugs,
they are now known as West Highland Way
(WHW) Legends!

But why are they legends?

Many take on the long-distance, rural
and hilly trail route that runs from Glasgow
to Fort William (or the other way) on foot
or bike. There might be as many as 30 -
40,000 a year who complete it. But these
two? They did it three-legged! Yes, really!
Bound together, stride for stride, over hills,
in the mud, across rocks, and through the
swarms of midges!

When one slipped, the other steadied.
Ifthey both fell, well, they laughed, got
muddy, and shared tips on how to deal
with the mucky mess. When neither
of them slipped, they soared, faster,
stronger, more than they would on their
own. And, after seven days, when they
completed the arduous 96 miles, it wasn’t
just as individuals but a living picture
of perseverance and friendship. The
celebrations weren’t just double — it was
exponential, abundant joy.

Where, might you ask, came the
inspiration for such a fundraising
adventure? Their mums. The two friends
grew up watching them walk the hills,
hearing the stories of when they walked the
WHW. And it seems that seeds were planted
in those moments — seeds which took root
and have now blossomed into life, love,
strength, and purpose.

There are so many wonderful faith-
building scriptures and lessons in the WHW
Legends, of unity, perseverance, holding
one another up in love.

And that brings us to our present — this
final edition of Life and Work. As we reflect
on its incredible journey, we find that it,
too, has been planting transformational
seeds all along the way. Seeds of faith,
hope, and encouragement. Seeds of peace,
justice, and discipleship. Seeds of inclusion,
openness to God’s new beginnings, all
of which have taken root in hearts and
churches around the world.

This column on Digital Church is an
example of how the Life and Work team
perceived what God was doing and wanted
to sow the goodness into us all by publishing
the articles. We have explored Al, social
media, podcasts, art installations, digital
church, and engaging with our communities
in languages and ways that are contextually

and culturally relevant. We are seeing a
growth in the number of churches and
Presbyteries embedding digital ministry
into how they serve and offering a variety of
ways creatives can be involved in ministry
too! People are discovering their God-given
creativity. It is wonderful!

It seems the heart of Life and Work has
been full of faith trusting God to fulfil His
word, as in Galatians 6:9:

“Let us not become weary in doing good, for
at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we
do not give up.”

ohifting ground

The Rev Roddy Hamilton explains why new hymns could
reflect the shifting sands of faith.

IF ever there was a time for new hymns to
be written, it is now.

If ever there was a time for the traditional
hymn to be sung, it is now.

These are not mutually exclusive
statements, as our worship is founded on
both these principles at the same time.

We can sing the new with the old and sing
into the future encouraged by the past,
sing God’s song as our ancestors knew it
as well as reimagine it for our own times.
These two statements, then, become not
invitations, but necessities.

So as we pause to reflect in this final
edition of Life and Work, it illustrates the
shifting ground we are constantly on in our
faith. The steady bulwarks are less steady
and beginning to be inundated by the
changing tide. So, yes, we need the songs
of faith that encourage us when everything
else is changing.

Our hymns offer that, at least those
written to encourage us forward, with the
story and inspiration of our ancestors who
found a way through crises and dangers.

Let us leave behind the ones that want
us to wallow there, with all the golden age
nostalgia that never existed. The world has
too many strong men at the moment who
are simply wanting us to go back to such
imagined idyllic times.

Let us choose the hymns that encourage
a faith that remind God’s People that
we have been here before through Sinai
wildernesses and Babylonian exiles. No one
wanted to be there but it was an experience
that reimagined the faith and renewed our

image and relationship with God. These
hymns, from these days, might be our
repertoire today.

Yet also the ones written now by the
people who are in this moment, hymns that
come from a response to the experience of a
church feeling uncertain and unpredictable,
unsure of what God is calling us into, fearful
to let go, yet unable to hold on to the
certainties of being a national church.

Hymns written within that context today
are essential to our collective theology to
discern who we are yet to be. Given we say
more about our faith in hymns than through
any other means, let us find the new writers
who write from the pain and emotion and
questions and hope we feel in the church.

Those hymns written to be popular hits
and better performed than communally
sung are not needed. It is the real,
experiential words and music, that grow out

of an encounter with God in the places we

struggle to be the church, that are vital for
our worship now to express a new reforming
of the church today.

This is a time to discern far more the
hymns we sing for this age of the kingdom.
Of course we have always done that. The
Church of Scotland has been, and still is, a
vital source for the worship of God’s People
across the world. It has been honest and
vital. It has been radical and challenging.
Vivid and eclectic characters have moved
us onto new ground.

It is such ground we stand on today. Let
us sing of the call of faith that has always
strengthened us in every age past, and sing
too the new songs that encourage us for
the new reformation just begun. O

MY role at Christian Aid encompasses lots
of interesting tasks, but making a stole
for the new Moderator of the General
Assembly of the Church of Scotland has
to be one of the most unusual!

We're delighted that the Rt Rev Rosie
Frew has chosen to support Christian Aid
throughout her year as Moderator. Under
the overarching theme of Extravagant
Love, she’ll be speaking in churches across
Scotland about our work to eradicate
poverty. To mark the Moderator’s Gift
appeal and our wider partnership with the
Church of Scotland, we gifted Rosie a stole
with our values - Love, Justice, Equality and
Dignity —embroidered in bold red lettering.

Love and Justice sit at the top, as markers
of the world we seek to build together. They
remind us that this work requires bravery
and empathy, to treat others with respect
but not to shy away from difficult issues as
we act to dismantle the systems that keep
people poor. Dignity and Equality remind us
that all people, regardless of circumstance,
identity or belief, are created in the image
of God and are worthy of full, empowered
and dignified lives. The Christian Aid logo
can be found on the stole too, representing
the well-known Christian Aid Week
envelope. A tool by which we're all invited
to connect with our global neighbours,
and to stand in solidary with them through
practical support.

2025 marks 80 years since Christian Aid
was founded in response to the refugee
crisis in Europe following the Second
World War. One of our founders, Church of
Scotland minister the Rev Douglas Lister,
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would later write that he was ‘overwhelmed
by Scotland’s generosity... deeds, rather
than words are their currency and strength’.
Over the last eight decades, Christian Aid
has enjoyed a close working partnership
with the Church of Scotland, exemplified
now in the Moderator’s Gift appeal. Eighty
years on, | can still testify to that generosity
and strength of commitment to justice that
Reverend Lister noted in the response to
that first church appeal.

Our most recent Christian Aid Week
appeal is further testament to this
generosity: churches across Scotland
turned out to raise awareness and vital
funds through all manner of creative
events. It was a bumper year for book
sales, from Kinnoull to Cupar, Edinburgh
to Inverurie, and many more. Our own
Val Brown was a winner at a quiz night in

Bishopbriggs, and | found myselfin Banff
to join a sponsored walk led by Macduff
Parish Church. We rounded out the week
with a service of thanksgiving for our 80th
anniversary at St Giles’ Cathedral, where
the Rt Honourable John Swinney, Scotland’s
First Minister, gave the keynote address.

Using God's gifts

The Rev Richard Baxter reflects of the messages of Matthew 25: 14-30

SOME people are blessed with more than
their fair share of good ideas.

Archibald Charteris was just such a
man. A minister, theologian and sometime
Moderator of the General Assembly of the
Church of Scotland, his initiatives included
founding the Deaconess Hospital in
Edinburgh, creating the Church of Scotland
Woman’s Guild (now the Church of Scotland
Guild) and starting Life and Work as a print
magazine in 1879. The Deaconess lasted
until 1990, the Guild continues to serve and
thrive to this day, and this copy marks the
final print edition of Life and Work.

People with good ideas and inspiring
vision are always to be valued. In the
parable of the talents, a master going
on a journey entrusts varying sums to
three servants. They receive five talents,
two talents and one talent respectively.

We don’t know why the division is as it

is. Since one talent was a huge sum-a
labourer’s wages for about twenty years —
each is offered a major responsibility and
awonderful opportunity. Their responses
differ greatly.

One servant invests, and doubles the sum
he was given. His five talents become ten.
Another utilises his two talents so over time
they become four. The third servant is the
most risk averse. Attempting nothing with
his resource, he buries it for safekeeping.
When the master returns and takes account,
the servant who takes no risk and ventures
nothing is condemned, while the other two
are both praised, with the words “Well done,
good and faithful servant!” It is not the level

of success but the willingness to use what is
entrusted that the master appreciates.

Perhaps a single brilliant initiative lay
behind the success of the servants who
prospered. Perhaps they tried a series of
plans, some of which failed while others
succeeded. By whatever means, their
master’s trust was repaid by their enterprise
and its results. However, most great ideas
have their own natural lifespan. Fire and the
wheel continue to be useful while Betamax
videos and the telegram have had their day.
In a church which is reformed and always
reforming, the need to reinvent ourselves
over time should not be a surprise, even if
the process is painful.

Charteris’s initiative in founding a print
magazine to inform and inspire Church
of Scotland members around the country
has been a creative and occasionally
controversial way of meeting the need he
identified. All who have helped to turn his
vision into reality should hear the message
from the wider church, “Well done, good

and faithful servants.”

The master in the story needed servants
with the skill, imagination and vision to use
creatively and well what he entrusted to
them. After all, he left no instruction on how
to deploy his resources. Across the church
we need people with the sort of vision and
imagination Archibald Charteris offered in
so many areas over 140 years ago.

New circumstances require new ways of
communicating. The creative thinking and
re-imagining for a digital age are works in
progress, and the next Charteris is still to
reveal him or herself. However, the need for
informative, clear and challenging content
remains, whatever technological platform
we use to share it. In the wider church,
congregations may be large or small, well-
resourced or struggling, but the challenge
remains for all of us to make good use of
whatever God has entrusted to our care. O

inviting us to learn to love in different ways.

THERE are so many endings just now, not
the least of which is this magazine that has
been at the heart of celebrating the good
work of the Church of Scotland since the
19th century.

Keeping in touch with what is going on and
being inspired by the great work of others is
so important, especially in a time when many
of us are confused and unsettled by change,
so | hope we continue to find ways of sharing
our Life and Work. We cannot underestimate
the wisdom that lies behind the choice of that
title for this magazine.

Admitting confusion sounds like a
negative thing. But I want to suggest to you
that staying confused for a while can be
practically helpful. Through the years we
have witnessed moments when the Church
has undergone some form of strategic
review, hoping for renewal. The result
has often been a new mission initiative
and the closure or union of numerous
congregations. We are amid such a period
now and when we get through this, it will be
time for another review, and so it goes on.
And then what?

Why is admitting to being confused
worthwhile?

I think of the disciples in the aftermath
of Good Friday. They were confused and
bewildered for a while until they began to

discover that Jesus was with them and they
could continue his ministry in the world.
Loving in a different way by the power of
the Holy Spirit.

The advantage that comes to those
who admit that they are confused is that
they recognise that a different approach
might be required. Rather than doing the
same thing again and again, knowing in
our hearts that the ship is not turning
around, those who are confused recognise
something new must happen alongside our
traditional models of Church.

Many communities are prepared to let go,
experiment and open their hearts to where
the Spirit might be leading, that is one of
the values of Life and Work magazine, it
regularly shares these stories. Whatever
God’s mission is, it is not so much the
strategy of the Church, but the work of the
Holy Spirit.

It can be hard to admit our confusion.
The Church of Scotland has had a positive
influence around the world over many
years. Our mission has been focussed on
recruiting people to our congregations
and sharing our knowledge of the Gospel.
Mission has historically been about doing
things for others, and there may be times
when our self-confidence has got the better
of us. Have we overlooked the idea that the

Spirit has designs on us, helping us find the
Church’s place of resurrection and newness,
which is more important than overseeing
its recovery? Perhaps the Spirit is inviting us
to learn to love in different ways.

In admitting our confusion, the Spirit
enables us to adapt and embrace the new.
Itis hard to let go of settled habits and
understandable that people lament what is
being lost just now from cherished places
of worship to dealing with overwhelming
change. In our confusion, however, there is
a space of promise and hope.

At the very heart of our faith is not just
an institution, much though we love the
Church for she has nurtured many of us
throughout our lives. Faith, however, is a
mysterious connection with the Divine
that runs far deeper than organisational
structures and strategies.

Of course, we need to act responsibly to
oversee our organisation, and we should
be grateful to and pray for those who take
on roles of governance and administration
through difficult times.

Confusion may not sound like a clever
approach but accompanied by prayer and
an open heart to the prompting of the
Spirit, it can open the door to the radical
renewal that the Spirit of the risen Christ
promises.
